Two important aspects of the evaluation should be taken 
into consideration:

• The tangible value, the material value, for which the 
structure (matter, material) and form are the most 
characteristic features. Structure (matter, material) 
means the state of the constructions elements. Forms in 
this case in the meaning the state of composition, of 
layout, and the state of maintenance.

• The intangible value is connected with the meaning
and significance concerning history, tradition, regional 
culture, local flavour or customs.

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Evaluation should be based on the hierarchic system  
for example from the most valuable to the less 
valuable grade taking into consideration tangible 
and intangible values.

The most valuable could be the fortification with v ery 
good preserved form and structure, continuing the 
historical type of use and maintenance with the gre at 
meaning and significance, important for the
universal history.
